(Sept. 20 at 1 p.m.), is followed by a Sept. 27, 1:30 p.m. game at Waynesburg.Alfred plays home games against Union
(Oct. 4, 1 p.m.) and Hartwick (Oct. 11, 1 p.m., Homecoming) before traveling to Utica f or a 1:30 p.m. game Oct. 18.
After home contests against Hobart (Oct. 25 at 1 p.m.) and Grove City (Nov. 1, 1 p.m.), Alfred will wrap up the season
with a Nov. 8, 1 p.m., game at Thiel.In 2004, Thiel, Waynesburg, Union and Hobart will be replaced on the Saxons'
schedule by Springfield, Norwich, Washington & Lee and Case Western. Those four teams will remain on the schedule
through the 2005 season.
