In January, they made decision to terminate our contract, which should have run through
July 2010, in July 2009 instead. The concern was financial; given the fiscal climate, St. James is
focusing on their core business, rather than some of their ancillary functions.

There is no issue regarding provision of clinical care; that has always been excellent. Moreover, the
decision was made with great mutual cooperation and determination to remain good partners.

Rather than pursuing another contractual relationship with a different health care provider, the
University has decided to "in-source" the health center services. Since the current staff are St. James
employees, we need to use our internal HR processes to fill the positions. We sincerely hope many of
the current staff will apply for these positions and remain part of our campus community.

We ask for your support as we work toward a smooth transition.
