The series known as the Bergen Forum was begun by Rich Bergen, who taught at the University in the &70s when he
was inspired by learning of the gatherings that (AU) students in the 19th century were known to conduct in Alumni
Hall to discuss community issues. After Bergen&s death in 1974, the University decided to continue the tradition in his
name. Various faculty members have taken on the coordinator duties since that time.
