Please be advised that the NYS Department of Labor is stepping up their efforts to enforce compliance
of the Wage and Hour laws, one of which is: "Employers must keep payroll records showing, for each
week worked by an employee: 1) the total hours worked each day and 2) the total hours worked each
week."
