In order o end tbe negotiations fairly and quickly, the University
shouid make and the union should accept tbe following offer: !

- Creation of a single wage scale for new hires that is higher than thai
of the private sector and lower than that of the statutory scclor.

- Application for the state-funded raise in full. The University woul
then make its payment eontingent on the receipt of these funds.

Many private staff members are paid far too little. Some do not ean
living wage - their salaries are considered below federal poveny guide
lines. It is unconscionable for the University 1o pay any member of it
staff less than the hiving wage for Allcgany and Steuben Counties.
While the benefits package for employees across the Universiry is gen
erous, being cash-poor is unaccepiable for skilled, cxperienced peopl
dealing with inflation and skyrocketing properly taxes,

For University employees who fall into the lowest strzla of the pri-|
vate sector’s support staff, this Is virally impossible. Without earning}
a living wage, they are [orced 10 scrimp and save whenever possible
budgeting every penny shat comes into and gocs out of their homes.

Perhap: the University could follow this example. Already, AU’
administration proves that it is able 1o be very frugal. This is admirable
but it 15 «till unclear whether the University is doing everything thar i
can 1n the name of eost control and managed allocation of funds.

At the same Lime, members of the uninn need 1o recognize their own
obtigations. Ir is 1ime for them 1o ler go of unrealistic expectations and
agree 10 accept @ wage scale thal s reasonable in the lens of the jocal
CConomy.

The statutory sector can afford 10 offer new hires lower wages than it
has recently donc. Its wages arc above markel value for this arca, and it
will be able 10 attract and keep new employees with moderately lower]
wagcs and the same, comprehensive benefits package it has now.

1f they seek a true and equilable compromise, both CSEA and Alfred
University will help fulfill a greater obligation: the presenl situation
works 1o the benefit of no one.

The Universily has said, repcatedly, that because of its dedication ttj
paying its employees fairly, it would bave (o give privaie staff at leas
the same raise, which it says would be expensive lo implement — thred
times the amounr of the state raise. Actualiy, there are about two-and-a-!
haif 25 many private staff members as Slatutory, but the argument tse!
is Talse.

Ia order w faitly pay emplovees in all sectors of the University in th
long terrm, whal is necessary is a single wage scale for new hires, A five
percent rais¢ 10, private sraff wages is inadequatc. The wage syste
sself must be restructured. This is a complex but achicvable task tha
will requirc the cooperation of the University, the union and privare
siaff.

The ‘Universily should immediately raise the wages of the private
staff. Once a new-hire wage scale is negotared. curtent private siaff
should be paid in relation to the new wage for each pasition, with)
longevity factared in,

Given this new wagc system, there would be no reason not 1o app!
for the statc-funded raise. The University has claimed it has offered the)
money as a borus. This is 2 distortion. As of the Oct. 12 negotiations;
‘the offer was a two-percent honus ar the beginning of caeh vear of a
three-vear contract. This is only a fraction of what is available.

However, there must be a condition sel in the conwact that th
University will not have 1o pay for these raises if the staz fails 1o pro-|
vide the necessary money.

Giving the raiscs to the stawtory sector staff wouid huri no one; il‘
would be feohsh to decline this money. The infamous wage gap wauld
be smalier than it is now, given the new wage scale and private s[afﬁ
raises, and temporary. affecting only for the 50 people grandfathered
into the enTent wage scale,

Raiscs for the private sector would come from University funds. Th
administration has shown that when it needs money, it gets it. Presiden
-Charles Edmondson bas exceiled in fandraising. AU alse saw heighe
ened enroliment of freshmen and transfer students this fall. If this wen
continues and the Unjversity retains these smdents ~ through keeping 3
positive environmens - revenues will fse accordingiy.

The University needs 1o use its momey responsibly; until al]
Cniversily employees earn a living wage that is appropriate to this area,
AL"s use of revenue dollars cannot be called traly responsible.

Above all, the University needs lo evaluate its definition of capital,
There are always ymprovements that can be made to physical capital
AT needs to step back end recognize that uman capual is pricrity one,

Through all of the peasonous shetoric thal has come from both sides
of the negottation Lable, one good and true statement has been made
again and again: Univetsities are made up of people first, property sec-
ond.

Alfred University needs 1o keep this facr in mind as it prepares for it
next round of negotiations with CSEA. The support staff of AU enables
facuity, students and adminisirators tg do their jobs. They deserve to be
properly compensates for doing theirs.

University needs to provide pay raises for all staff

Vice President Hyde,

My name is Jan Adkins and [ am an undergradu-
ale religious philosophy student in the College of
Liberal Arts and Sclences. I am also rector of Holy
Bvzantine Church here in Alfred.

1 received, with interest. vour letter 1o Alfred
University parents dated Oct. 15. As an older, non-
traditional student, I'll take it as directed to mysclf,
as well.

I've taken note of Lhe labor dispute beiween the
University and the NYSCC hourly cmployees, and
given il some thought,

My mitial reaction was thal stamtory cmployees
could not complain abour their wages when Lheir
coworkers in the privale unils were making consid-
erably less. [ listened 10 the arguments the CSEA
made, which, to be honest, were somewhat limired
and, w deal plainly, inarticulate,

It's mue thar Alfred University is an engine for
economic growth m Allegany and Steuben countjes,
B I've ¢ome to see a somewhat Jarger picture, and
lcan't say that ! [ike the look of it. Whar is apparent
Lo me, and whai the CSEA employees have yct o
articulate, is that the University is withholding rais-
es 10 Jis NYSCC employees so as not to exacerbate
the wage disparity between the private and stamutary
units.

Should the Universuy give the NYSCC employ-
ees a raise — at Jeasl in part, if not wholly, with state
monies — it could lead 1o similar demands from the
private unit employees and provide impews for
them 1o unionize.

Vice President Hyde. this seems unfair in rwo
ways, First, in not providing incremental raises W
the NYSCC staff. the University is effectively
reducing their wage as the dollar inflates over ime -
two Or three percent per znnum. Tie expectation of

ST,

the American worker (s that, with dedicated service
over iime, his wage will improve. or at least nol
decrease. Secondly. i keeps the wages of our pri-
vaie employees low ar the expense of the NYSCC
employees, noy anly Lo save the University money,
but, it s2ems, to rob the private employees of their
will to unionize, should that will exist.

I applaud the University’s commitment to wage
equity berween all Alfred University hourly
employees. Bul this 15 the wrong approaeh.

I pelieve that the University ought to bring pri-
1ale unil wages o wnmediaic parity with statmory
wages, and then provide incremental raises to cover
inflation and provide incentive to our workers, I the
administration is dedicated to this soluton, 1 am
confident they wili find funds 10 cover he increase
in pavroll,

Beforc ciosing, let me briefly address a line in
your letter to pasents [ took special exception fo: “1
sincerzly hope that [the CSEA members] will not
diver stadents from their most important task, here:
geuing a good educarion.”™

Vice Presidert Hyde, I could not disagree more.
This is a vahable lesson i our stdents.
Universities train the futwre leaders of sociery and
industry. One day our swudents will be employers,
supervisors and administrators themselves. In par-
ticipaing m this dialogue, they will lcam exactly
haw not w relate to their employees. If our studens
take the example the University has provided to
heart, in not doing as you have done, they will con-
tribute 1o a fairce. more equitable and principled
SOCIELY.

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Roommate’s self-destructive behavior causes problems, can be prevented

Mean. Inconsiderate. Careless. Our of control, My
freshman college roommate demonstrated all these
characteristics. Too bad 1 didn’t know at the time that
they could descnibe someone with an eating disorder.
My state of mind went from bad 10 worse. T hope my
zxperiences will help others in the same siwation,

From the moment [ arrived at my Ohio college, one
of my three freshman roommates, “Claire,” made my
life miserabie. Due 1o her inconsiderate behavior, I
tould barely sleep at night. ler alone concentrate dur-
ing my classes during the day.

The bling, bling, bling of her inslant messenges. her
blaring rap music and the blinding Christnas lights
coiled around her bed kept me tossing and tuming all
night long. I'd stumble out of bed each moming with
puify eyes and a bad atdnude,

I'mo sure my professors dide't appreciawe my zom-
bie-like behavior in their classes. When [ couldn't
taks il any longer, [ complamed to my resident assis-
tant. As a resylt, Claire only received a warming.

Although my identity was protected. Claire figured
out that I turned her in. She immediately planned her
revenge. She knew that [ was a neat freak, so she
decided w0 stnk up the joint. She didn’t wke (he
garbage out, and soon our om recked of twaa fish,
Her enormous mound of dirty elothes overflowed

from her closet, which forced the doors off (he hinges
and added to (he smelly chaos, And when [ tried to
clean, she guarded her stinky messes as if they were
her prize possessions. Since my first complaint about
Claire's behavior led 1o acts of revenge, 1 decided to
let these incidents shide in hopes of keeping the peace,

Unfortunaiely, my passive approach didn't work.
Things with Claite just kepl geming worss. It wasn't
leng before a drunken Claire tumbled into our toom
with a guy from our dorm. Sbe was so drunk she did-
o't even nohce thal { was sleeping in the bunk right
below her. She chmbed mto ber bunk, rolied over, and
jerked her head over the side of her mattress, puking
all over the carpet. She then began having sex with
this stranger. Disgusted, I jumped out of bed and, sgll
in my pajamas, headed toward the student lounge. At
2 am., when ] retumed to my room, he was gone and
she was passed out in bed.

The next merning, I rolled out of bed and nearly
stepped on a used condom. My blood boiled, Whan I
approached Claire about her horrible behavior she
acraally apologized for (he first rime. Since she insist-
ed she’d never practice such behavior again, 1 resisted
the urge to contact my KA. But soon after. when T
found chunks of vomit in a bottle under my bed, 1
knew that Claire was seriously gut of zontrol. 1had no
choice but 1o report her. 1 10ld my RA that I thoughr
Claire might have an eating disorder, My RA exam-
ined the evidence and wrotz Claire up for creating

unsanjtary conditons in our roam, Scon afer, Clare
was kicked out of the dorm. I breathed a sigh of relief,
and T thought (he madness was over.

Boy, was [ wrong! For the next week, Claire kept
coming back to the room to move her mounds of
clothes. The tension during her visits could be cut by a
knife. I secretly wanted to smother her. Bui once this
traumatic week passed, my private hell ended. Three
weeks into the semester, it looked like my life would
refurn 1o normal.

But although Claire was physically out of my life, I
couldn't stop thinking about her. She was obviously a
young woman in trouble, Did I do everything within
my power 10 help her? What could T have done beller
w help Claire and myself? My first thougbis of her
mostly focused on my anger toward ber behavior
Then, I began feeling guilty for not helping her
enough. These guilty feclings haunted e for the rest
of (he semester and over Christmas break. They sub-
sided when I realized that T wasn't the one with a
problem, and it wasn't my job to cure her. 1 just want-
ed 10 help her.

What would I recommend to others who find them-
selves bunked with B roommate with an eating disor-
der? Talk 1o your RA and get professional help if you
have experienced a situation similar to mine. Alfred
University's head of Residential Life, Brenda Porer,
said (he following:

1. Educate yourself via resources on campus and your

RA and/or BD. Talk to your roommate about his or
her behavior.

2. Talk to Residential Lifc staff and your RA, because
they can take appropriaie steps to help individuals
with eating disorders.

3, Your RA or RD with provide off -ca.rripus sources,
However, your roommates may not want 1o go
because he or she may not acknowledge the problem.

4, Counselots are available at Crandall Health Center.
5, The following websites aid in suppont for earing
