Nikki S Lee is a Korean-born photographer and filmmaker exploring the fluidity of identity and
questioning cultural stereotypes. Part performance and part ethnography, Lee assumes the roles,
dress, actions and lifestyles of various subcultures, seamlessly blending in to the identities around her.

The photographs act as visual residue of her ability to morph into different selves: the Japanese school
girl, the exotic dancer, the Wall Street yuppy, or the street punk, to name only a few.

Her film, "AKA Nikki S Lee," is a fake documentary following her two created personas: Nikki One and
Nikki Two. The film follows the artist through her daily actions as she travels and visits with collectors,
curators, photographers and friends, flipping between her two personas.

AU has a new searchable photo library, Gallery Server Pro (http://gsp.alfred.edu), accessible to AU
faculty/staff. This library contains a wide variety of downloadable AU images ranging from seasonal
campus scenics, to classrooms/labs, to selected campus events.

Click on Faculty/Staff and scroll down to Gallery
Server Pro.

Gallery Server images are cataloged by semester, by month and by topic, and as new photo
assignments are completed, additional images will be cataloged and posted on a regular basis. The
photos are extensively tagged to assist in searches for specific subjects.

To download the image of your choice, use the download/share icon, which is the
one on the left in the icon grouping above each image, and follow the directions.
