OBSERYATORY.

The object of the Observatory is two-fold, viz : to facilitate instruction in Astron-
omy, and to perform such astronomical work as time, limited by clags-room dutios,
will allow,

The Observatory building consiste of a circular room, surmounted by a revolving
dome 19 feet in diameter, & computing room 12x18, » prime vortical room 12x13, a
transit room 12x20, and 2 clock room 8520,

The Observatory is furnished with the following inatruments ; i

I. An equatorial refracting telsscope, by Henry Fitz, with an object glass of 9 inch
clear aperture, and 9.5 fact focus.

II. A meridian cirele, by Wm. J. Young, with an object glass hy Merz & Maliler,
Gormary, of 3.25 inch olear aperture, and 4.5 fest focus. The cirelo is 20 inches in
diameter, and reads by 4 verniers to 3 seconds of space.

III. A giderial chronometer.

IV. A filar micrometer. Value, $125.

Btudents in Astronomy have the privileges of the Observatory without extra charge.
