
Saxons beat undefeated Potsdam 72-66

The Alfred University men's basketball team came on top 72-65 to end Potsdam's 5-0 winning streak Friday
evening.At halftime the Saxons led 34-30. In the second half there were four lead changes before the Saxons ended up
on top. With less than a minute left on the clock, junior guard Ryan Clemenson (Ovid, NY/South Seneca) grabbed an
offensive rebound and hit a three pointer to give the Saxons a 66-62 lead. The Saxons finished out the game shooting
83 percent from the free throw line while Potsdam shot only 65 percent. The Saxons had four players scoring in the
double digits. Leading them was senior forward Todd Dersham (Campbell, NY/Campbell-Savona) with 16 points,
eight rebounds, two steals and two assists. Senior center Dillon Stein (North Huntingdon, PA/Norwin) added 14 points,
eight rebounds, three assists and two blocks. Junior guard Rob McCarter (Wooster, OH/ Wooster) and sophomore
guard Garlen Patt (Nelson, PA/ Elkland Area) added 11 and 10 points respectively. McCarter added eight rebounds as
Patt added five rebounds for the Saxons.Potsdam was led by Edane Bart who had a game high 17 points and 14
rebounds. Devin Taft netted 12 points while Dave Bisesi chipped in 10 points and two assists.The Saxons will be in
action next on Saturday, Dec. 10, at 3 p.m. at home against St. Lawrence.
